Rumball Associations for the Deaf in
Milton shares her experience of the
Dreams Take Flight program which
took a group of boys from her program
on a trip of a lifetime.

We didn't tell the boys that they
had been given this opportunity
until the Monday before we left.
That Wednesday, all four boys
were wakened at 3:00 am for a 4:
00 am departure for the Toronto
airport. When I arrived at the
group home the boys were already
bouncing off the walls with
excitement.

We arrived at the maintenance
hanger where the departure party
was to take place. The place was
packed with many other children
anxious to fly to Disney. There
was a huge stage set up, which
featured a number of performers

including the Toronto Agro

Cheerleaders and Ultimate Fighting
Champions. O.P.P. Officers were in
the hanger with their motorcycles
and cruisers as well. But the
highlight of the departure party for
the boys was meeting the famous
NHL star, Doug Gilmour.

After we checked in, each of the
boys received a t-shirt, hats and

a backpack full of other goodies
including a camera, sunglasses, and
an autograph book. Then, at 7:00
am, it was time to board the plane.
We were greeted by flight attendants
dressed in Disney outfits, serving
food. Despite the early morning
wake up, the boys didn’t sleep at all
on the plane! I'm not surprised; after
all, this was the first time any of the
boys had been on a plane.

We landed in Orlando, Florida
around 11:00 am and boarded a bus
heading for Disney World. When

job was to take us around and show us the sights. The boys were in

high gear now.

The first thing we had to have was a picture of the group taken in
the famous Rose Garden with Walter Gretzky, Mickey and Minnie
Mouse. Then it was off to the rides, starting with Space Mountain.
The most enjoyable ride that the boys went on several times was
the Water Log ride.

Then we went to magnificent 3D shows that were perfect for our
Deaf boys. Not only were the visual aspects spectacular, but the
shows touched the sense of smell and feeling as wind went through
our hair and sprinkles of rain touched us. The boys were amazed.

When the day came to an end, we had an all-American dinner of
foot-long hot dogs, fries and soda. The boys were each given 35 US$
to by a souvenir with, but they had a hard time deciding what to
buy. In the end they bought T-shirts, games, key chains and mugs.

The grand finale of the day was the fireworks. The boys didn’t
move at all during the whole thirty minute show.

When we finally boarded the flight home at 11:00 pm, the boys
were exhausted. However, they managed to stay awake for most of
the flight due to the games and food we were offered. We arrived in
Toronto at 2:00 am., where the boys were given one final treat: a bag
tull of Disney goodies.

Tips for Communicating with
Deaf or Hearing Impaired people:

Not all people with hearing
impairments use the same methods
of communication. Some have oral
training and may lip-read. Others
may use sign language, and some
may request that you write notes

to them. Find out as best you can
what way the individual you wish
to communicate with prefers and
be patient. If you are dealing with
someone who lip-reads, consider the
following:

- Can the hearing impaired person
can see you? Position yourself
about 4 to 6 feet away if possible.

- Avoid covering your mouth or
turning away while talking.

- Speak at a normal speed, and do
not shout.

- Reduce background or competing
noise.

- Rephrase your statement using
different words if you aren’t
understood at first. Some words
are hard to read on the lips.

- Relax and enjoy connecting with
someone new!

This will allow
space for more meetings and
classes. We really need the extra
space with many of our programs
growing! We have been working
hard to raise the funds we need,
but we still need more to complete
the renovation.
